This collaborative project introduces new works of art, unique artists´ books and art portfolios together with original artworks. The artists´ books not only 
document �ve different artistic positions, but also demonstrate artistic engagement with the work of all members, which each lead to a bound unique 
artist´s book. The publications show all participating artists in their different approaches and how the individual themes connect with the work of the 
others. The curatorial concept is characterized not only by artistic diversity, but also by content connecting origins and generations. With this strategy, 
competition is substituted by collaborative projects and mutual exchange of opinions. International productions were particularly challenging in 2020, 
when it was hardly possible to cross borders. Most of the work was done online / at a distance - instead of face to face. Initially we wanted to celebrate the 
anniversary of our art association with an edition 3/20 (3 for 3 years in Vienna and 20 for 20 years in Central Europe). For well-known reasons, summer 2020 
actually became summer 2021, which is already the �fth year in Vienna. In the meantime, our internationalization has progressed even further and we are 
happily working on new projects with new partners.

CON.FRONT.ART - ENSEMBLE
is a heterogeneous artistic club of creators joined together in the idea of synthesising the different facets of being. A kind of ‘diversidentity’ of one’s own 
existence comes to mind. The definition of one’s own identity through the other, through otherness. This diversidentity is consistently inscribed into art, as its 
essence - as, incidentally, are perception and awareness - is fundamentally determined by representation, by behaving intentionally towards something, by 
incorporating something, that art itself is not. And so, the concept of art is permanently floating and transmuting without a final definition. Exactly this 
circumstance (of diversidentity and representation in art and cognition) indicates contemplating and bringing together the perception, consciousness and 
indeed the social construction of reality and art. A laboratory for new concepts of self-image and the critical development of reality construction. Art history 
can also be understood as a history of cognitive evolution, especially of aisthesis, the transformation of perception. The conditio humana is at its center 
determined by the reciprocity of nature and culture. Thus, here art itself is and was given the role of virtually manifesting who we are, and which range of 
thought and expression are available to us; of being a paradigmatic sphere of self-revelation on the one hand and the unveiling of new pathways on the other.
